Lab 10 & 11


Operating System Install Labs

The object of this lab is to familiarize you with the installation process for some additional Operating Systems. This is worth 2 labs due to the time it takes mainly just to wait for the installation process to complete. First you will install Linux Fedora by itself on your computer. The objective is to get the GUI Operating System running. When you are done you will completely remove Fedora and create a dual boot Windows 2000/ Windows XP configuration on your computer. Use the NTFS file system.

Instruction Sequence:

1) Start your computer. Verify it is in a working state. (This will be the beginning step for every lab. Never trust what the user told you about the working state of the computer. Verify the state yourself before beginning any repair).

2) Place the Linux boot CD in the CD drive and set you computer to boot from CD. 

3) Follow the instructions on the Linux Install Handout to install Linux.

4) Once installed, log on as root, start the GUI with the “startx” command. Examine the available tools.  One of them is a screen capture tool.

5) Distance learning students take a screen shot of the Linux GUI, you will be sending to me as proof of completion.

6) Completely remove Linux from the computer. Part of this can be done during the Windows 2000 installation but a MBR reset is necessary before you install Windows.

7) Load Windows 2000 on your computer. Use the Windows 2000 interface to re-partition your disk. Be sure to save room for a subsequent Windows XP installation. Format the partition with the NTFS file management System. (Note: If you do not have a boot CD you need to create the 4 boot floppies first. There is an image of the boot floppies on the CD. Use four floppies and transfer the images from the CD to the 4 floppies.)

8) Distance Students, once Windows 2000 is installed take a picture of the Device Manager (it should be clean with no “!”). You will be sending me this as proof of completion.

9) The Next step is to load Windows XP on the same disk. We would like to create a dual boot configuration (this gives you the ability to boot to either of the 2 operating systems). One of the keys to creating a dual boot system is to always install the older system first. 

10) Place the Windows XP CD in the CD drive and launch the install program. Choose the appropriate options that will result in a Dual Boot (Multiple Operating System) Configuration.

11) Distance Learning Students  --  once Windows XP is installed take a screen shot of the XP Device Manager (it should be clean with no “!”). Also send me a copy of your boot.ini file. Note: These files are hidden so you will have to change their attributes to see them. This is covered in the book and my lecture 6.

12) Distance Learning Students -- send me the 3 screen shots and 1 file mentioned above.

That’s it you are done with labs 10 and 11
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
